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NOTICE TO ALL CLUBS REGARDING PENNANT FINALS

Club Circuit is the ONLY squash competition in Melbourne that SUBSIDISES Grand Finals. Finals arrangements vary
between 6 team and 8 team grades.

1. COSTS & VENUES
ELIMINATION, SEMI & PRELIMINARY Finals:

Matches are played on the normal ‘home night’ of the host ‘refereeing team’ and at their venue.
e Competing clubs are responsible for their own team drinks and food bills but will pay a share of all other associated
costs if any.
e There is NO Club Circuit cost subsidy of SEMI, ELIMINATION & PRELIMINARY finals.

GRAND Finals:
Clubs and teams will be notified of dates, times and venue arrangements 1-2 weeks before the week of play.
e Teams and players MUST wait for the official notification of details via their club Match & Pennant representative
to be certain of match arrangements.
¢ Club Circuit will make all arrangements for court access, squash ball (including a spare ball readily at hand during
each final) and cover meal costs for the eight competing players and four referees.
All drink and other costs to be paid by the competing clubs on agreement with team captains.

2. REFEREEING ARRANGEMENTS

8 TEAM GRADES

This season Club Circuit has modified the finals arrangements for 8 team grades which will now include the top 4 teams
to play in finals. Finals for these 8 team grades are played over three weeks.

SEMI / ELIMINATION FINALS:
Team 1 will play team 2 with the winner going straight into the Grand Final.
e This match is to be refereed by the team at second bottom position of ladder as at round 12.
o Loser of this match goes into the Preliminary Final in the following week.
Team 3 will play team 4 with the winner going into the Preliminary Final.
e This match is to be refereed by team at bottom position of ladder as at round 12.
e Loser of this match is eliminated and will referee the Preliminary Final in the following week.

PRELIMINARY FINAL:

Loser of match between team 1 & 2 will play winner of match between team 3 & 4.
e This match is to be refereed by loser of match between team 3 & 4.
e Loser of this match will referee the Grand Final in the following week.

6 TEAM GRADES

The finals for 6 team grades only involve the top 3 sides and are played over two weeks.

PRELIMINARY FINAL:

Team 2 will play team 3 with the winner going into the Grand Final.
e This match is to be refereed by team at bottom position of ladder as at round 12.
e Loser of this match will referee Grand Final.

6 & 8 TEAM GRAND FINALS:

These finals are all played in the same week and are refereed by the losers of the Preliminary Finals in each respective
grade.

3. ELIGIBILITY:

Participating players must have played 5 games with the club that season not necessarily in the same team.
The exception is 4 games if there is a bye in an 8 team grade or if the Club Circuit match committee grants special
permission.

o Players cannot play down from the grade above in finals.

e Players cannot play across from the same grade in finals.

e Players cannot play ‘twice’ at 3 and 4 during finals.

SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS

KOOYONG LTC Smart casual clothes allowed. Shirts worn in bar area must have collars.

RACV Smart casual clothes allowed. Thongs, worn footwear, ugg boots, moccasins, torn-t-shirts and
jeans, bare midriff, singlets, tank tops, tracksuit pants, active wear, sportswear, caps and t-
shirts with inappropriate slogans are not acceptable in the main club area.

REGGIO CALABRIA Neat casual, no tracksuits, running shoes or t-shirts in the club area.

ROYAL SOUTH Smart casual clothes allowed. Shirts worn in bar area must have collars
YARRALTC Regulation squash attire is to be worn on court.
SANDRINGHAM Smart casual clothes allowed. Shirts worn in bar area must have collars
CLUB Regulation squash attire is to be worn on court.

NEAT ATTIRE IS REQUIRED AT ALL CLUBS

PLAYERS WEARING THONGS OR SINGLETS ARE NOT TO ENTER THE BAR AREA OF
CLUBS

NON-COMPLIANCE WITH DRESS REQUIREMENTS MAY RESULT IN THE REFUSAL OF
ADMITTANCE TO ANY CLUB

NOTES FOR CLUBS, CAPTAINS and PLAYERS

HOSTING & SUPPPERS

Club Circuit is a unique competition in respect to the hosting of visiting teams. When a team visits the club of an opposing
team, all costs for suppers and drinks of the visiting team are covered by the hosting team.

The service of refreshments should be reasonably limited to beer, wine, soft or sports drinks.

It is expected that, after the completion of a match, the home team player will extend an offer of refreshments to their
opponent.

All home teams must provide a reasonable standard of supper.

It is very important for catering purposes that hosting clubs be notified prior to match if any visiting player is not staying for
supper.

In the event that a club fails to reciprocate their ‘hosting’ then a levy will apply. Conditions and requirements are detailed
in a document (‘Home Night Walkovers’ — Hosting Cost Equity) that can be found on-line in our Club Circuit website
under Player Help > Questions & Answers.

ABANDONED MATCH
If a match has to be abandoned, the host team captain must notify the Match and Pennant Chairperson ASAP, who will
advise when the match is to be re-played.

BAD COURT BEHAVIOUR - REPORTABLE INCIDENTS
Bad behaviour will not be tolerated during pennant matches and if reportable incidents occur they should be reported to
your own club committee chairman who must then lodge a formal complaint, within 3 days of the incident, to the Club
Circuit Match and Pennant chairman for appropriate action.

MARKING AND REFEREEING

The members of each team shall carry out marking and refereeing of pennant matches. A person from each team shall
officiate at each rubber, the roles of marking and refereeing being alternated for each consecutive rubber. If captains fail
to agree, the role of marking and refereeing of the first rubber shall be decided by the toss of a coin.

MATCH ATTENDANCE

All players are strongly recommended to be in attendance prior to the scheduled starting time, throughout the match and
at supper. A player who is delayed or late must notify their team captain by phone as soon as practicable to enable the
opposition to be notified prior to the start of play.

PLAYING ‘ORDER’ & PLAYER ‘RATING’

Team playing order for Club Circuit is locked for the following week at Sunday 8:00pm and will remain fixed during that
period.

For the purpose of fill-ins etc. a player’s rating is considered to be that as at Sunday 8:00pm regardless of any rating
changes that occur during the following week.

Captains must be aware of these requirements when selecting fill-in players as penalty point deductions will occur if
conditions are not adhered to.
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PLAYING ‘ACROSS’ - TWO TEAMS IN SAME GRADE
A player in a club with two teams entered in the same grade is eligible to play for the other team only if the following
conditions are satisfied:

e Afill-in player must play in a position in the requesting team according to his Squash Matrix rating.

e Player ratings to be used are those defined ‘as at’ 8pm on the Sunday prior to the week of play.

e The number 1 player from the “donor team” may play only if the number 1 player of the “requesting team” is not

playing.

e No player in the requesting team may play lower than their nominated position for that week.

¢ Anindividual player may only play across a maximum of 4 occasions per season.

e Players may not play across during finals.

PLAYING ‘DOWN’
A player may only play in a lower grade if the following conditions apply:
o Afill-in player may not exceed the rating of the player being replaced by more than 10 rating points.
A fill-in player must play in a position in the requesting team according to his Squash Matrix rating.
Player ratings to be used are those defined ‘as at’ 8pm on the Sunday prior to the week of play.
No player in the requesting team may play lower than their nominated position for that week.
An individual player may only play down a maximum of 4 occasions per season.
Players may not play down in finals matches.
In all other cases the delegate of the Member Club must seek approval from the Match and Pennant Chairman
prior to playing any player in a lower grade.

PLAYING ‘UP’

Any player may play up in a higher grade if the following conditions apply:

A fill-in player must play in a position in the requesting team according to his Squash Matrix rating.
Player ratings to be used are those defined ‘as at’ 8pm on the Sunday prior to the week of play.
No player in the requesting team may play lower than their nominated position for that week.

A player who has satisfied the normal conditions for playing in finals may play up but only at the lowest team
position.

PLAYING ‘TWICE’ (Same team @ 3 & 4)
A player may play ‘twice’ on an evening for a team at positions 3 and 4 if the following conditions are satisfied:
e The player must be listed at the number 4 position or lower on the week of play.
e The rubber at 3 must be played before the rubber at 4.
e Prior notice is provided to opposition team.
[ ]

If prior notice is not made, and mutual agreement cannot be been reached on evening of play, then a walkover at
4 will be taken.

An individual player may only use this rule on a maximum of 4 occasions per season.
¢ Players may not play twice at 3 and 4 during finals.

PLAYING ‘TWICE’ (Different teams — Club Circuit competition)

A player may play ‘twice’ on an evening in different Club Circuit teams if the following conditions are satisfied:
e The teams are playing at the same venue and are members of the Club Circuit competition.
e The teams involved are from the same club or have a prior agreed player sharing arrangement.
e All usual fill-in conditions are met.

PLAYING ‘TWICE’ (Different teams — Different competitions)
A player may not play twice on the same night in any separate Squash & Racquetball Victoria affiliated squash competition
UNLESS it is the finals and permission is given by the Club Circuit Match and Pennant Chairman.

PLAYER REGISTRATION

All players must be registered, or approved, PRIOR to their participation in a match.

Registration can only be made by an application from the member club’s Match & Pennant representative to the Club
Circuit Match and Pennant Chairman, Brendan Perry (0412 998 362), or in his absence, the Club Circuit secretary.

This ruling particularly applies to a player filling in’ as an emergency in a team during the season as the player must be
registered before squash insurance is applicable.

RESULTS

Results are now registered ‘online’ using the SquashMatrix by the captain of the home team. Teams are encouraged to
retain a physical copy of results that may be required in the event of any dispute. If no physical record exists the on-line
results will not be altered.

A severe penalty will apply if a player(s) is found guilty of falsifying match results.
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SCORING SYSTEMS
A1 & A2 use PAR 11, B1 and below use PAR 15

WALKOVERS - TEAM or INDIVIDUAL

Where a walkover is to occur, the opposition team must be advised as early as practicable. The home team must include
details of the walkover within the submitted results.

If the home team give a team walkover then a sanction will apply. See section above titled ‘HOSTING & SUPPERS’

PROTECTIVE EYEWEAR

The Club Circuit committee strongly recommends all pennant players use Protective Eyewear during pennant
matches and practice sessions.

Junior Players (under 20): Squash Australia, and Club Circuit, policy REQUIRES juniors to wear approved
protective eyewear during practice and competition.

Accredited coaches who are affiliated with Squash Australia and/or its member associations or affiliates must
wear approved protective eyewear when coaching juniors.

Eyewear which complies with Squash Australia Protective Eyewear Policy (AS/NZS 4066: 1992) is supplied by
I-Mask and Dunlop.

RULES ACCREDITATION PRESENTATION (RAP) REQUIREMENTS

Players competing in the 2018 Spring Pennant finals MUST be current (attended RAP session after 01/01/2015)
‘Rules Accredited Players’ to be eligible to participate.
Club Circuit will conduct a Rules refereeing session early in the season to enable teams to meet this requirement.
All finals matches must be refereed by rules accredited players or Squash & Racquetball Victoria sanctioned
referees.
